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ABSTRACT
The experiment was done to monitor morph-matrix study with characteristics of indigenous cats under domestic and roaming condition. For achieving this goal, 15 indigenous cats were selected from different places of Chitta gong and Chandpur districts. Related data were collected from different places of Wireless Gate, Jhautola Fish Market, Grocer shop of Chittagong and Razarampur village in Chandpur district. In this report various morph metrical measurement were taken from these cats. The measurements were taken on the basis of three categories such as length, height and length of tail. Various types of indigenous cats were found, they were morph metrically different to each other but the average length was 12.22˝, height was 6.91˝ and length of tail was 8.22˝. A detailed study is needed for morph metrical characterization of this species in Bangladesh. 

INTRODUCTION
Domestic cats, regardless of their breeds, are a species and feline group. Felis catus has had a very long relationship with humans. Ancient Egyptians may have first domesticated cats as early as7000 BC. Plentiful of rodents probably drew wild felines to human communities. The cats' skill in killing them may have first earned the affectionate attention of humans. Early Egyptians worshipped a cat- goddess and even mummified their beloved pets for their journey to the next world—accompanied by mummified mice! Cultures around the world later adopted cats as their own companions.

Every people of Bangladesh know about domestic cats. The flexible, powerful, soft body and the amazing tail contribute to their survival of every cat. Often described as good companion to human. These amazing animals have a charm of their own. The cat (Felis catus), also known as the domestic cat or housecat to distinguish it from other felines and felids, is a small furry domesticated carnivorous mammal that is valued by humans for its companionship and for its ability to hunt vermin and household pests. Cats have been associated with humans for at least 9,500 years, and are currently the most popular pet in the world. Owing to their close association with humans, cats are now found almost everywhere across the globe.
 Cats are similar in anatomy to the other felids, with strong, flexible bodies, quick reflexes, sharp retractable claws, and teeth adapted to killing small prey. As nocturnal predators, cats use their acute hearing and ability to see in near darkness to locate prey. Not only can cats hear sounds too faint for human ears, they can also hear sounds higher in frequency than humans can perceive. This is because cats' usual prey (particularly rodents such as mice) makes high frequency noises, so cats' hearing has evolved to pinpoint these faint high-pitched sounds. Cats rely more on smell than taste, and have a vastly better sense of smell than humans. Despite being solitary hunters, cats are a social species and use a variety of vocalizations, pheromones and types of body language for communication. These include meowing, purring, trilling, hissing, growling, and grunting. 
Cats have a rapid breeding rate. Under controlled breeding, they can be bred and shown as registered pedigree pets, a hobby known as cat fancy. Failure to control the breeding of pet cats by spaying and neutering and the abandonment of former household pets has resulted in problems caused by large numbers of feral cats worldwide, with a population of up to 60 million of these animals in the United States alone.
A group of cats is referred to as a "clowder", a male cat is called a "tom" (or a "gib", if neutered), and a female is called a "molly" or "queen". The male progenitor of a cat, especially a pedigreed cat, is its "sire", and its female progenitor is its "dam". An immature cat is called a "kitten".
Domestication of cats:

There are two main theories about how cats were domesticated. In one, people deliberately tamed cats in a process of artificial selection, as they were useful predators of vermin. However, this has been criticized as implausible, because there may have been little reward for such an effort: cats do not carry out commands and, although they do eat rodents, other species such as ferrets or terriers may be better at controlling these pests. The alternative idea is that cats were simply tolerated by people and gradually diverged from their 'wild relatives through natural selection, as they adapted to hunting the vermin found around humans in towns and villages. Cats have either a mutualistic or commensal relationship with humans. However, in comparison to dogs, cats have not undergone major changes during the domestication process, as the form and behavior of the domestic cat are not radically different from those of wildcats, and domestic cats are perfectly capable of surviving in the wild. This limited evolution during domestication means that domestic cats tend to interbreed freely with feral cats, which distinguishes them from other domesticated animals. however, several natural behaviors and characteristics of wildcats may have preadapted them for domestication as pets. 
Classification of cats: 

The domestic cat was first classified as Felis catus by Carolus Linnaeus in the tenth edition of his Systema Naturae of 1758. However, because of modern phylogenetics, domestic cats are now usually regarded as another subspecies of the Wildcat Felis silvestris. This has resulted in mixed usage of the terms, as the domestic cat can be called by its subspecies name, Felis silvestris catus. Wildcats have also been referred to as various subspecies of F. catus, but in 2003 the International Commission on Zoological Nomenclature fixed the name for wildcats as F. silvestris. The most common name in use for the domestic cat remains F. catus, following a convention for domesticated animals of using the earliest (the senior) synonym proposed. Sometimes the domestic cat is called Felis domesticus or Felis domestica, the term coined by German naturalist Johann Christian Polycarp Erxleben in 1777. These are not valid taxonomic names, and Linnaeus' binomial takes precedence.

Cats behavior

Normal Behavior: Free-ranging cats are active both day and night, although they tend to be slightly more active at night. The timing of cats' activity is quite flexible and varied, which means that house cats may be more active in the morning and evening (crepuscular behavior), as a response to greater human activity at these times. House cats have territories that vary considerably in size, in one study ranging from seven to 28 hectares (69 acres) although they spend the majority of their time in the vicinity of their home, they can range many hundreds of meters from this central point. 
Cats conserve energy by sleeping more than most animals, especially as they grow older. The daily duration of sleep varies, usually 12–16 hours, with 13–14 being the average. Some cats can sleep as much as 20 hours in a 24-hour period. The term cat nap refers to the cat's ability to fall asleep (lightly) for a brief period and has entered the English lexicon—someone who nods off for a few minutes is said to be "taking a cat nap". During sleep cats experience short periods of rapid eye movement sleep accompanied by muscle twitches, which suggests that they are dreaming. 
Pet Behavior:
 Although wildcats are solitary, the social behavior of domestic cats is much more variable and ranges from widely dispersed individuals to feral cat colonies that form around a food source, based on groups of co-operating females. Within such groups one cat is usually dominant over the others. Each cat in a colony holds a distinct territory, with sexually active males having the largest territories, which are about ten times larger than those of female cats and may overlap with several females' territories. These territories are marked by urine spraying, by rubbing objects at head height with secretions from facial glands and by defecation. Between these territories are neutral areas where cats watch and greet one another without territorial conflicts. Outside these neutral areas, territory holders usually chase away stranger cats, at first by staring, hissing, and growling, and if that does not work, by short but noisy and violent attacks. Despite some cats cohabiting in colonies, cats do not have a social survival strategy, or a pack mentality and always hunt alone.
Domestic cats use many vocalizations for communication, including purring, trilling, hissing, growling, snarling and several different forms of meowing. In contrast, feral cats are generally silent. Their types of body language, including position of ears and tail, relaxation of whole body, and kneading of paws, are all indicators of mood. The tail and ears are particularly important social signal in cats, with a raised tail acting as a friendly greeting. Tail raising also indicates the cat's position in the group's social hierarchy, with dominant individuals raising their tails less often than subordinate animals. Nose-touching is also a common greeting and may be followed by social grooming, which is solicited by one of the cats raising and tilting its head However, some pet cats are poorly socialized. In particular older cats may show aggressiveness towards newly arrived kittens, which may include biting and scratching; this type of behavior is known as Feline Asocial Aggression
For cats, life in proximity with humans (and other animals kept by humans) amounts to a "symbiotic social adaptation". They may express great affection towards their human companions, especially if they imprint on them at a very young age and are treated with consistent affection. It has been suggested that, ethologically, the human keeper of a cat functions as a sort of surrogate for the cat's mother, and that adult domestic cats live their lives in a kind of extended kitten hood, a form of behavioral neoteny. Conversely, the high-pitched purrs cats make to solicit food may mimic the cries of a hungry human infant, making them particularly hard for humans to ignore.
Feeds and Feeding: 
Cats feed on small prey, primarily birds and rodents. Feral cats and house cats that are free-fed tend to consume many small meals in a single day, although the frequency and size of meals varies between individuals. Cats use two hunting strategies, either stalking prey actively, or waiting in ambush until an animal comes close enough to be captured. Although it is not certain, the type of strategy used may depend on the prey species in the area, with for example, cats waiting in ambush outside burrows, but tending to actively stalk birds. 
Most breeds of cat have a noted fondness for settling in high places, or perching. In the wild, a higher place may serve as a concealed site from which to hunt; domestic cats may strike prey by pouncing from such a perch as a tree branch, as does a leopard. Other possible explanations include that height gives the cat a better observation point, allowing it to survey its territory. During a fall from a high place, a cat can reflexively twist its body and right itself using its acute sense of balance and flexibility.] This is known as the cat's "righting reflex". It always rights itself in the same way, provided it has the time to do so, during a fall. The height required for this to occur is around 90 cm (3 feet). Cats without a tail also have this ability, since a cat mostly moves its hind legs and relies on conservation of angular momentum to set up for landing, and the tail is in fact little used for this feat. This leads to the proverb "a cat always lands on its feet."
One poorly understood element of cat hunting behavior is the presentation of prey to human owners. Ethnologist Paul Leyhausen proposed that cats adopt humans into their social group, and share excess kill with others in the group according to the local pecking order, in which humans are placed at or near the top. However, anthropologist and animal scientist Desmond Morris, in his 1986 book Cat watching, suggests that when cats bring home mice or birds, they are teaching their human to hunt, or helping their human as if feeding "an elderly cat, or an inept kitten". However, this proposal is inconsistent with the fact that male cats also bring home prey, despite males having no involvement with raising kittens. 
Domestic cats select food based on its temperature, smell and texture, strongly disliking chilled foods and responding most strongly to moist foods rich in amino acids, which are similar to meat. Cats may reject novel flavors (a response termed neophobia) and learn quickly to avoid foods that have tasted unpleasant in the past. They may also avoid sugary foods and milk; since they are lactose intolerant, these sugars are not easily digested and may cause soft stools or diarrhea. They can also develop odd eating habits. Some cats like to eat or chew on other things, most commonly wool, but also plastic, paper, string, or even coal. This condition is called pica and can threaten their health, depending on the amount and toxicity of the items eaten. 
Since cats cannot fully close their mouths to create suction, they use a lapping method with the tongue to draw liquid upwards into their mouths. Lapping at a rate of four times a second, the cat touches the smooth tip of its tongue to the surface of the water, and quickly retracts it, drawing water upwards. 
Fighting and Training: 
With domestic cats, males are more likely to fight than females. With feral cats, the most common reason for cat fighting is when two males are competing to mate with a female: here most fights will be won by the heavier male. Another possible reason for fighting in domestic cats is when the cats have difficulties in establishing a territory within a small home. Female cats will also fight over territory or to defend their kittens. Spaying females and neutering males will decrease or eliminate this behavior in many cases, suggesting that the behavior is linked to sex hormones.
When fighting, cats make themselves appear more impressive and threatening by raising their fur and arching their backs, thus increasing their apparent size. Often, the ears are pointed down and back to avoid damage to the inner ear and potentially listen for any changes behind them while focused forward. Attacks usually comprise powerful slaps to the face and body with the forepaws as well as bites, but serious damage is rare; usually the loser runs away with little more than a few scratches to the face, and sometimes the ears. Cats will also throw themselves to the ground in a defensive posture to rake their opponent's belly with their powerful hind legs. 
Normally, serious injuries from fighting will be limited to infections of scratches and bites, though these can occasionally kill cats if untreated. In addition, bites are probably the main route of transmission of feline immunodeficiency virus (FIV). Sexually active males will usually be involved in many fights during their lives, and often have decidedly battered faces with obvious scars and cuts to the ears and nose.
Normal Habitat: 
Cats are a cosmopolitan species and are found across much of the world. They are extremely adaptable and are now present on all continents except Antarctica, and on 118 of the 131 main groups of islands – even on sub-Antarctic islands such as the Kerguelen Islands. Feral cats can live in forests, grasslands, tundra, coastal areas, agricultural land, scrublands, urban areas and wetlands. Their habitats even include small oceanic islands with no human inhabitants. This ability to thrive in almost any terrestrial habitat has led to the cat's designation as one of the world's worst invasive species. Despite this general adaptability, the close relatives of domestic cats, the African Wildcat (Felis silvestris lybica) and the Arabian Sand Cat (Felis margarita) both inhabit desert environments, and domestic cats still show similar adaptations and behaviors.
The domesticated cats are normally likes to play with the owner and other cats. They are moving here and there after taking food from house. Sometimes cats are looking for rats, rodents beside the road.  When they become hungry, makes a sound like mewing to bring attention to the owner. After taking food then they takes a deep sleep. Cats communicate with each other with the help of different sounds, almost unnoticeable changes in the appearance or in the eyes, and when it is necessary in the curve of the body or certain parts of it. The sounds in the cat’s “vocabulary” have specific meaning.
Cats try in different ways to make contact with a man, to tell him their “opinion”, intention, mood or desire. If the man accepts these symbols correctly, a close and perfect relationship will arise between him and the animal; a complete mutual understanding will appear

Temperament:
Cat’s temperament is usually compared to the behavior of another pet – the dog. The faithful, tractable and sometimes even servile nature of the dog seems more acceptable for people than the self-willed and to some extent uncontrollable temperament of the cat. Only after understanding the specific character of the cat, can one start loving this remarkable animal.
 The relationship between a man and the domestic cat is very specific. The animal understands very well that the proprietor looks after her and provides for a favorable way of life. Nevertheless the cat manages to keep her individuality, the care, which she gets, does not turn her into a slave and does not impair her personality. 
Some “dictionary” of cat’s “symbols”:
· The cat rubs hear head in the man’s body – love, devotion, open-heartedness, thirst for caresses or a sign of relaxation;

· Raised ears – curiosity;

· Ears bent backwards – warning, protectiveness;

· Ears close to the head – readiness for an attack;

· The animal is looking carefully around, then thoroughly licking its fur – complete or false calmness;

· Narrowed eyes – calmness or sleepiness;

· Purring – calmness;

· Discontented purring – a feel of pain;

· Purring which reminds of growling – dissatisfaction;

· Mewing – greeting and sometimes request;

· Mewing with interruption and shade of screaming – respond to human behavior or voice;

· Wailing – spite;

· Interrupted cry – fright;

· Quiet purring which ends with dissatisfied growling – patience has limits;

· Hissing and hurtling – readiness for defense, giving notice to the target of attack;

· Restrained growling of cat feeding its youngsters – protecting little ones of possible danger;

· The same but ending with rising intonation – warning man or another creature not to come close to the pusses;

· Caressing man with its paw – intimate adherence, tenderness;

· Curved back – threatening the enemy, the cat is very irritated and ready for defense;

· Flapping its tail – anger;

· Drooping tail – fatigue;

· Drooping tail for a long time – disgust and disappointment ;

· Gentle flap of the end of the tail – interest;

· Slow curving of the whole tail – doubt if the contacts of the animal with a certain person will end in peace and quiet;

· Strained tail of the animal which from time to time shudders – warning;

· The tail is taut backwards and is kept still – readiness for attack;

· The tail is raised upwards – satisfaction;

· The tail is raised but its end is loose – joyful excitement

Besides the above-mentioned symbols, which are used by all representatives of cats, each cat also uses her own symbols with the help of which she makes contact with those around. That’s why each proprietor can add to this list his personal observation.
Utilities or Uses: 
According to the Humane Society of the United States, as well as being kept as pets, cats are also used in the international fur trade. Cat fur is used in coats, gloves, hats, shoes, blankets and stuffed toys. About 24 cats are needed to make a cat fur coat.  This use has now been outlawed in several countries, including the United States, Australia and the European Union. Procedure: 
At first various area selected in randomly, then I went there and introduced in various family about their house cats and taken the length: from head of shoulder to root of tail, width: from head of shoulder to claw and length of tail: from root of tail to top of tail by measuring tape and taken picture in different size. Then calculated the average length, width and length of tail of the indigenous

Reproduction:
Female cats are seasonally polyestrous, which means they may have many periods of heat over the course of a year, the season beginning in spring and ending in late autumn. Heat periods occur about every two weeks and last about 4 to 7 days. Multiple males will be attracted to a female in heat. The males will fight over her, and the victor wins the right to mate. At first, the female will reject the male, but eventually the female will allow the male to mate. The female will utter a loud yowl as the male pulls out of her. This is because a male cat's penis has a band of about 120–150 backwards-pointing spines, which are about one millimeter long; upon withdrawal of the penis, the spines rake the walls of the female's vagina, which is a trigger for ovulation. This act also occurs to clear the vagina of other sperm in the context of a 2nd (or more) mating, thus giving the latter males a larger chance of conception.

After mating, the female will wash her vulva thoroughly. If a male attempts to mate with her at this point, the female will attack him. After about 20 to 30 minutes, once the female is finished grooming, the cycle will repeat. 
Because ovulation is not always triggered by a single mating, females may not be impregnated by the first male with which they mate. Furthermore, cats are super fecund; that is, a female may mate with more than one male when she is in heat, with the result that different kittens in a litter may have different fathers. 
The gestation period for cats is between 64–67 days, with an average length of 66 days. The size of a litter averages three to five kittens, with the first litter usually smaller than subsequent litters. Kittens are weaned at between six and seven weeks, and cats normally reach sexual maturity at 5–10 months (females) and to 5–7 months (males), although this can vary depending on breed. Females can have two to three litters per year, so may produce up to 150 kittens in their breeding span of around ten years. 
Cats are ready to go to new homes at about 12 weeks old, or when they are ready to leave their mother. Cats can be surgically sterilized (spayed or castrated) as early as 7 weeks to limit unwanted reproduction. This surgery also prevents undesirable sex-related behavior, such as aggression, territory marking (spraying urine) in males and yowling (calling) in females. Traditionally, this surgery was performed at around six to nine months of age, but it is increasingly being performed prior to puberty, at about three to six months. In the USA approximately 80% of household cats are neutered.
Habit:
 The habit of our indigenous cats has seen in very friendly, if they are domesticated. Now they are became the best friend and companion to human. The female cats have seen to take care of kitten very nicely.  At the maternal period the female cats became ferocious for their kitten. The kitten has seen to play with each other. The house cats are seen to sleep in the blanket of owner for comfortable at night. Sometime the house cat is used to attack the hen for catching with the owner. They have a leadership behavior in that house and not to allow entrance the other cat. They have an excellent behavior that after defecation they covered their feces by paddy dust, soil and others. They have seen to claim up the tree for catching birds.
