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INTRODUCTION
The economy of Bangladesh is mainly based on Agriculture. Livestock plays a crucial role in the agricultural economy. About 36% of the total animal protein comes from the livestock products in our every day life. It also helps to earn foreign exchange by exporting hides & skins every year. In addition to mechanical cultivation still being cultivating by bovine animal. Countries 25% peoples are directly engaged in livestock sector and 50% peoples are partly associated in livestock production. Last year, the contribution of livestock sub-sector to the GDP was 2.95%, which was estimated about 17.32% GDP to agriculture. Last year, the growth of livestock in GDP was 7.23% ( DLS, 2009 ). This is why the dairy farm is raising day by day all over the Bangladesh. At present  total number of livestock farms is 42367 of which 37180 (87.7%) are cow farms, 1376 (3.3%) are buffalo farms, 3203 (7.6%) are goat farms and 608 (1.4%) are sheep farms. Port city Chittagong is in a flashing position on this prospect. Chittagong is called one of the important milk pocket zone of Bangladesh. Because this district bearing nearly 76.3% registered & 23.7% non-registered farm. In Chittagong division 59.1% of livestock farm is milk production type, 4.4% is fattening & 36.5% is both type. Here 97.4% farm is single ownership & 0.6% farm is partnership. Near about 190504 litter of milk produced from Chittagong per day form 22065 cows ( BBS, 2008 ). So, dairy farming is now in a bright prospect. 
Bangladesh is considered one of the most suitable countries in the world for dairy farming. Development of dairy has generated considerable employment through the production and marketing of dairy and dairy related products ( Nedelea et al., 2009 ). 80% of the Country's 120 (currently 140) million people live in the rural areas and are highly dependent on agricultural system that is finely attuned to a tropical monsoon climate ( UNDP, 2005 ). Agriculture generates 39% of the GDP and the share of the livestock subsector is 2.8% ( Brammer et al., 1996 ).  The contribution of the small-scale dairy farming to the welfare of the community is huge. The main focus is on the identification of the production level of milk from the homestead dairy, amount of income earned by the dairy farmers, items on which income from the dairy enterprise is spent and the constraints faced by the small scale dairy farmers. Involvement of poor people in all development initiatives including agriculture is seen as a priority in the national development paradigm ( Nedelea et al., 2009 ).
Low-income country like Bangladesh has always focused on employment generation as a crucial instrument for achieving a major development goal i.e. poverty reduction ( Islam and Muqtada, 1986 ).  For this objective, the promotion of self-employment or entrepreneurial development has been regarded as more effective than industrial development ( Hye, 1993;  Islam and Muqtada, 1986 ).  Although the progress in poverty reduction in the 1990s was 353 notable, the incidence of rural poverty remains very high at 53% in 2000 ( World Bank, 2002 ).
Dairy accounts for about 12% ( FAO, 2010 ) of agricultural GDP and contributes to the livelihoods of many small-scale farmers in our country through income, employment and food    (  Bangladesh economic survey, 2009 ). The majority of the dairy cattle are in the hands of smallholder dairy producers. Also dairying is part of the mixed farming systems in Bangladesh   ( Saadullah, 2001 ) and a predominant source of income, nutrition and jobs ( Miyan, 1996; Haque, 2009 ). Dairying is also considered a strong tool to develop a village micro economy of Bangladesh ( Shamsuddin et al., 2007 ) in order to improve rural livelihoods and to alleviate rural poverty. Potentially, therefore, small-scale dairying is a viable tool to spur economic growth and alleviate poverty and malnutrition. Among other reasons, low agricultural productivity and high population growths not matching with the available resources to support them are associated with high incidences of poverty in many countries ( Mwankemwa, 2004; Mason and Lee, 2005 ). Smallholder farming has been characterized by low productivity. This situation is partly attributed to lack of capital and uses poor farming technologies by smallholder farmers, drought, and lack of market for the produce ( Mwankemwa, 2004 ).
Chittagong is now in a very satisfactory position on dairy farming contrast. More or less, majority farms are in beneficial condition & contribute in national economy. The husbandry practices of these farms are vital issue. For determination the actual condition of this dairy farm various parameters like housing, feeding, breeding, biosecurity & health care management that mean the over all husbandry status need to evaluate & the current study was performed by questionnaire. 
Considering the above importances, the study was carried out with the following objectives:

 1. To observe the overall husbandry practices regarding production in some selected dairy farms at Chittagong Suburban area.

 2. To find out the problems in different dairy farms at Chittagong.

 3. To increase the production status by solving the identified problems with the subsequent studies. 
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
