CONCLUSION
The prevalence of Gallibacterium is about 20% in chickens in Bangladesh.  Its prevalence is 12.9% in layer chickens and 26.2% in broiler chickens. Only the prevalence of haemolytic Gallibacterium, the predominant member of all Gallibacterium is known from this study, the prevalence of non-haemolytic Gallibacterium remains unknown. PCR test with the use of primers: 1133fgal (5’-TAT TCT TTG TTA CCA RCGG-3’) (Forward primer) and 114r (5’–GGT TTC CCC ATT CGG- 3’) (reverse primer) might not work properly if DNA is used from boiling of the isolates, resulting in poor sensitivity. More studies are required to identify the specific species of Gallibacterium circulating in chickens in Bangladesh and their probable pathogenic potentials and economic significance.
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
