Conclusion
The study reports that the disease myiasis is the most common and widely distributed disease at Chittagong, the commercial capital of Bangladesh. Prevalence rate was higher in cross breed goat as well as Jamnapari breed than the local and Black Bengal. This research has addressed the problem of myiasis in Bangladesh, and in Chittagong, in particular, so that they will take necessary measures to make the problem subside, farmers and animal owners in avoiding and clinically managing them as well. Further extensive studies are recommended as molecular identification of species of flies and economic analysis caused by myiasis.
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
